
 
 

 

Below are details of the facilities available to Newbury Members at other racecourses and 
events on the dates stated on the Newbury Racecourse website. 

 

 
Ascot Members can park free of charge with their relevant car park label 

in either car park 1 or car park 2 (whichever is available). 
Proceed to one of the Ticket Offices to collect an entry ticket on 
production of metal badge, this ticket will give admission into the 
racecourse.  Once inside the racecourse please wear the metal 
badge which will allow Premier Admission. 

Bangor Newbury members badge gives access to any car park, both Paddock 
and Course enclosures as well as the Annual Members Bar. 

Bath Newbury members badge gives access to all areas with the exception 
of hospitality and owners & trainers areas. 

Brighton Newbury members badge allows Members to park for free in the 
public car park at the front of the course, access to both the 
Grandstand & Paddock Enclosures and Premier Enclosure. 
Dress code is smart/casual. 
Silks restaurant can be booked by calling 01273 603 580. 

Cartmel Newbury members badge allows general admission into the Paddock 
enclosure. Parking is £6 within the track, or free in the overflow car parks 
on the other side of the track. 

Chepstow Newbury members badge allows use of the members bar which is in 
the Tintern and St Arvans suite (2nd floor Premier Stand). A viewing box 
is also available - the number of which will be announced on the notice 
board in the members bar on the day. 

The Curragh Newbury members badge allows entry via the Curragh members 
turnstile and general admission to the Pre Parade Ring, Parade Ring, 
Champagne Bare & Barden, Tote Hall, up to and including first floor of 
the Grandstand and Minstrel Seating on the Grandstand. 
Upgrades to Day Member & Reserved Balcony Seating on the top level 
of the Grandstand are available on the day from €15. 
No strict dress code. 

Exeter Newbury members badge allows access to the Haldon Premier 
Stand. Free parking in the centre of the course. 
No strict dress code. 



Fontwell Newbury members badge allows access to both the Paddock and 
the Premier Enclosure (but not access to the Annual Members bar). 
Car parking is free in the main car park, and £5 for the centre-course 
car park.  
In addition Newbury members can receive £10 off the Premier 
Restaurant on the reciprocal day. This needs to be pre-booked by 
calling the Fontwell office on 01243 543335 (spaces are limited). 
Dress code in the Premier Enclosure is smart casual - gentlemen are  
asked to wear a collared shirt and jeans are acceptable as long as they are 
smart. There is no dress code in the Paddock Enclosure.     

Ffos Las Newbury members badge allows entry into the course and 
Annual Badgeholders Bar (located in the Blacksmiths marquee). 

Goodwood Newbury members badge allows access to the Richmond Enclosure, 
but not the members bar. 
Dress code is jacket and tie for gentleman, no 
jeans. Car park 2 (members car park). 

Haydock Newbury members badge allows access to the County Enclosure and 
the car parking is free. 
Dress code in the County Enclosure is smart casual, no jeans, 
trainers, track wear or fancy dress to be worn. 
No access to Members bar due to limited space. 

Huntingdon Free car parking in the general admission car park. 
Free admission into the racecourse, only one enclosure. 
No admittance into the Huntingdon annual members area but can 
enjoy public bars (Lentons, Bevans, Favourites, Hurdles Bar & Bistro, 
Champagne and Seafood Bar) 
Discounted restaurant packages are available in the Peterborough 
Chase restaurant on the reciprocal day. Please contact the racecourse 
office for further information 01480 453373. 
There is no strict dress code but always recommend to dress for the 
weather. 

Kelso Newbury members badge allows access to all areas (except 
Annual Members Bar). 
Free car parking. 

Leicester Free car parking in main car park. 
Enter the course via the Owners & Trainers Entrance where 
badge number will be recorded. 
Access to the Grandstand & Premier stand. No dress code 
Dining is available within the Nelson Restaurant, to book please 
call Maria on 0116 2716515 option 1. 

Lingfield Newbury members badge allows access to public areas including 
the Grandstand, Parade Ring & Winners Enclosure (but not access 
into Annual Members bar). 
Smart casual dress code. 

Market Rasen Newbury members badge allows access to the County, Tattersall’s and 
Family Enclosure (but not the Limber Hill Bar which is for Annual Badge 
holders). 
Free car parking . 



 Dress code is only for the County Enclosure. Smart casual for both ladies 
and gentleman. Collared shirt, smart jeans are allowed, no track wear or 
training shoes will be permitted into the enclosure. 

Musselburgh Newbury members badge allows admission into racecourse only 
(except hospitality, O&T and annual members bar). 
Free car park at the end of Balcarras Road. 

Newcastle Newbury members badge allows access to Premier Enclosure and 
free car parking. 

Newmarket Members must register at the Free Pass Office so the course is able to 
monitor how many visitors are on site.   
July Course – Premier Entrance 2 (next to the first set of turnstiles). 
Rowley Mile – Grandstand and Paddock Entrance (located next to the 
turnstiles, adjacent to the free car park).  
 
Access will be granted into the Premier Enclosure, however due to 
capacity restrictions neither annual badge holders facilities nor car 
park are available to Newbury members.  
 
Newmarket operate a smart/casual dress code: No trainers, t-shirts, 
sports attire or extreme attire are permitted. 

Newton Abbot Car parking is in the centre of the course. 
Disabled parking is nearside and not centre-course. 
Newbury members badge allows access to both the Course and 
Paddock Enclosures. 
No strict dress code. 
Use of the Annual Members Lounge which is next door to the 
Owners and Trainers Bar. 

Plumpton Car Parking is free at Plumpton. Unfortunately, due to space 
limitations, visiting members from other courses do not have 
access to the Annual Members room. 

Pontefract Newbury members badge allows access to the Premier 
Enclosure. Free car parking. 
Dress code – smart casual. 
Visiting members will not have access to our Annual Badgeholders 
Bar due to limited space 

Punchestown There is free parking in the main car park. Please collect a members 
swing badge which will enable entry into the parade ring enclosure and 
the reserved enclosure at Festival time.  
Punchestown do not operate a strict dress code in any areas. 
 

Ripon Newbury members badge allows entry to the Club Enclosure. Free 
car parking. 
The dress code for the Club Enclosure is smart casual i.e. no 
denim, sportswear, trainers, shorts or t-shirts. 

Salisbury Newbury members badge allows access to all enclosures. 
 There is limited space in the Annual Subscriber’s car parks 



Sandown Newbury members badge allows access to Premier & 
Grandstand Enclosures (no access to Members Bar). 
Free parking in the centre of the course. 
Sandown operate a smart/casual dress code in the Premier Enclosure 
of no shorts / trainers / flip flops / sports t-shirts or ripped jeans. 
Collared shirts / t-shirts must be worn by gentlemen but a jacket and 
tie are not required. 

Sedgefield Newbury members badge allows access to all areas of the racecourse 
i.e. Grandstand & Paddock area and Centre Course. 
Tables available in The Collins diner. 
Discount in the restaurant – phone 01740 621925. 

Stratford Newbury members badge allows entry into Club Enclosure. 
Newbury members are unable to use any of the exclusive Annual 
Members’ facilities, due to limited capacity i.e. Car parking, 
tearoom and exclusive seating area. 
No strict dress code, but smart casual attire in the Club Enclosure 
is advised. 

Taunton Newbury members badge allows access to all annual members facilities. 

Uttoxeter Newbury members badge allows access to all areas on the course 
apart from the Annual Members Bar. 

Warwick Newbury members badge allows access to Main Enclosure (but 
not access into the Members facility). 
Free car parking. 

Wincanton Newbury members badge allows access to the Premier Enclosure and, 
if there is room, to the Annual Members Lounge on the ground floor 
adjacent to the Stalbridge Bar. Use of Annual Members car park. 
Reciprocal members are not allowed access to the Hatherleigh Viewing 
Area (reserved for our gold members) or to the Owners and Trainers Bar. 

Wolverhampton Newbury members badge allows access to the 1st floor Premier 
Enclosure which has great views over the track with a bar to 
purchase drinks and snacks. 
Free car parking. 
 
 Worcester Newbury members badge allows access to Grandstand. Croft Suite on 
the 1ast floor has an eating and seating area. (No access to Annual 
Members Bar). 
Free parking in the centre of the racecourse (£8 charge if using the 
picnic car park). 

Yarmouth Members to park in the General Car Park 
Newbury members badge allows access into Premier Enclosure. 
Dress code is ‘Smart Casual’, no torn or ripped jeans, or any sportswear.

Newbury members badge allows access into members facilities (The 
Derek Shackleton Bar) and allows seating within the members area only. 
Car parking on site and is charged at £8 per vehicle and is only payable 
on the day. Guests and members are encouraged to wear smart clothing, 
however no form dress code applies within the members area. 

Hickstead Newbury members badge allows car parking & seating in members 
Grandstand, use of members restaurant and bar facilities and access 
into the stable field.  Can go everywhere on the showground. 

Royal County of 
Berkshire Show 

Members need to send in a request to Newbury Racecourse to 
receive badges.  Metal badges will not allow entry into the Show.
